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Prayer Ministry: They devoted themselves to it 

From the beginning of time, God desired to commune with people as we 

read of Him walking in the garden with Adam and Eve { Gen 3:8 }

command:   “Devote yourselves to prayer” Col 4:2    He instructs us to 

pray continually 1 thess 5:17. 

The Psalmist understood God’s delight in his prayers when he wrote,   

“May my prayer be set before you like incense; may the lifting up of my 

hands be like the evening sacrifice”  Ps 141:2     Jesus prayed so much 

that His disciples couldn’t help but see its importance and requested Him 

to teach them to pray   Luke 11:1 

Having an effective prayer ministry begins with you knowing God and 

results in His power at work both in and through you. 
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
